If  yo u  live  close to a river o r stream you should know  h ow  flood 
w arn ings w ill be issued in you r area.

Flood W arnings
The Environm ent Agency operates a colour coded flood w arning 
system  fo r river flooding. The colour tells you h ow  serious the 
threat is:

Y e llo w  W a rn in g
A w arn in g o f  flooding to som e low  lying farm land and roads near 
rivers or the sea. Parks and gardens m ay also be affected.

A m b e r  W a rn in g
A w arn ing o f  flooding to isolated properties, roads and large areas 
o f  farm  land near rivers or the sea. Parks and gardens m ay also be 
affected.

Red W a rn in g
A w arn ing o f  serious flooding affecting many properties, roads and 
large areas o f  farm  land. Large num bers o f  parks and gardens may 
also b e  affected.

Local Radio

Flood warnings will be broadcast on local radio. If you
