
What To Do If Flooding Is Likely

Move people, pets and valuables to 
a safe place

Alert neighbours and assist the elderly  
or infirm

Check your car and move it to high 
ground if possible

Have warm  spare clothing, a torch, a 
battery-powered radio (and extra  
batteries), food and drink and a first 
aid kit to hand

Block doorways and airbricks w ith  
sandbags or plastic bags filled 
with earth

Keep up to date with flood warnings 
on FLOODCALL (0645 88 11 88) and 
local radio

Switch off gas and electricity supplies 
if flooding is imminent

After A Flood

Have your gas and electricity checked 
before use

Boil all tapw ater until it has been 
declared safe and do not eat food which  
has been in contact w ith floodwater

Avoid contact w ith floodwater, as it 
may be contam inated

Ventilate your property - less damp  
means less damage

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Environm ent Agency Flood 
W arning Service
The Environment Agency issues warnings for flooding 
from m ost m ajor rivers and the sea. This leaflet explains 
about w arnings issued by the Agency and describes 
w arning arrangem ents for the River W itham and 
Tributaries in Lincolnshire.

The Environment Agency issues colour coded flood 
w arnings for m ain rivers and the sea but does not cover 
flooding from m inor watercourses and surface water 
drains. The colour o f flood warnings tells you how 
serious the threat o f flooding is.

Yellow  W arning
A w arning o f  flooding to some low lying farm land and 
roads near rivers or the sea.

A m b er W arning
A w arning o f flooding to isolated properties, roads and 
large areas o f  farm land near rivers or the sea.

Red W arn ing
A warning o f serious flooding affecting many properties, 
roads and large areas o f farm land near rivers or the sea.

Flood Risks In This Area
The area has a good standard o f flood defences to protect 
tow n and villages from flooding. There are no areas 
w here property is at risk from frequent flooding.

Some properties in the following areas are at risk in 
m oderate floods:

Langworth, Stainfleld, Billinghay, Heighington and 
Horncastle.

In m ore serious floods a num ber o f  properties are at 
risk in:

N orth W itham , Lincoln, Kirkby on Bain, Coningsby, 
Tattershall and additional areas in Horncastle.

Many rivers in the area have em bankm ents to protect 
land and property from flooding. In major flood events 
em bankm ents are put under severe pressure and some 
overtopping and breaching is possible. In these events 
the w arning systems will be active and the police will co­
ordinate the emergency response.



In addition to the areas at risk detailed, some localised 
problems may result in flood events from surface run-off in 
urban areas and blocked culverts in small drains and dykes.

HowTo Find Out About 
Flood Warnings
If there is a risk that your property may be affected by 
river or coastal flooding, the Environment Agency, with 
Local Authorities will make every effort to warn you,
BUT it is your responsibility to take the appropriate steps 
to protect yourself and your property.

This is how you can find out if warnings are in force for 
the area covered by this leaflet.

Local Radio and Television

Flood warnings will be broadcast on many 
local commercial and BBC radio stations and 
AA Roadwatch bulletins (broadcast by many 
radio stations). The warnings will identify the 
specific areas affected. If you are concerned that 
weather conditions may cause flooding, you 
should listen to:

The Environm ent Agency's 'dial and listen' service 
gives you recorded information on all YELLOW , 
AM BER and RED flood warnings which may be in 
force at any tim e for rivers and the coast in 
England and Wales.

If no warnings are in force in your area, the 
message w ill state this.

If you have a dial phone, or your push button 
phone does not have touch tone, you will be 
unable to use the Quick Dial option. Instead you 
w ill need to fo llow the instructions which are 
given throughout the Floodcall message.
